The City of Clayton has submitted its Calendar Years 2006 & 2007 Biennial
Growth Management Program Compliance Checklist for allocation of local
street maintenance and improvement funds.

Staff recommends approval of the City of Clayton’s GMP Compliance
Checklist and payment of $205,580 in Fiscal Year (FY) 2007-08 Local Street
Maintenance and Improvement funds to the City of Clayton, with a second (off
year) payment of FY 07-08 funds on the one-year anniversary of the first
payment,

A total of $13,293,000 is estimated to be available for Local Street
Maintenance and Improvement funds in FY 2007-08, based on actual sales tax
receipts.

The Authority has the option to disapprove a checklist, request additional
information, such as an audit of a specific checklist question, grant conditional
approval, or otherwise apply flexibility to individual circumstances.

Background

The Measure C Growth Management Program, as amended, requires that every two years the Authority
will review and allocate funds to cities and the county, subject to submission of a Statement of
Compliance by the local jurisdiction and findings made by the Authority.

The Biennial Compliance Checklist provides a vehicle for measuring local jurisdictions’ fulfillment of the
requirements of the Growth Management Program during the reporting period of Calendar Years 2006
and 2007. Jurisdictions in compliance will receive funds for local street maintenance and improvements
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annually, receiving the second-year’s funding on the one-year anniversary of the previous year’s
allocation.

A summary of the completed checklist submitted by the subject jurisdiction is attached. Staff
recommends approval of the jurisdiction’s Checklist and allocation of funds.

Citizens Advisory Committee Review

The full Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) reviewed the City of Clayton’s Checklist on June 25, 2008,
and recommended approval.

Third Revision Housing Element Update

The City of Clayton submitted its adopted third revision housing element to State Department of Housing
and Community Development (HCD) in September 2005. In a letter dated December 27, 2005, HCD gave
a conditional finding that the jurisdiction’s adopted Housing Element complied with State law.
Correspondence from Clayton’s Community Development Director, David Woltering (Attachment B)
indicates that the requirements of the conditional approval have been fulfilled. Furthermore, according to
HCD’s website, the jurisdiction currently remains in compliance with State law.

I received from you dated June 11, 2008, in which you request additional information and
clarification regarding the City of Clayton CY 2006 & 2007 Growth Management Program
Compliance Checklist. 1 am hopeful that the information and clarification provided below
adequately responds to your request:

a) Update on implementation of conditions listed in the City’s Checklist Exhibit C, letter
from the Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD), dated December 27,
2008.

Response:

'The City of Clayton has made considerable progress in responding to the conditions of
compliance for certifying the City’s Housing Element in 2005, as outlined immediately below.

Regarding the Program 2 condition, the Clayton City Council adopted both a Genera) Plan
Amendment and a companion Zoning Ordinance Amendment in February 2007 (See Attached),
well in advance of the HCD deadline of July 2008, to redesignate and reclassify the specified Old
Fire Station and High Street sites to Multi-Family Medium densities that will accommodate 10.1
to 15 units per acre. Although the City was not able to negotiate with the private property owners
of these sites during the reporting period to realize the development of these properties with
affordable housing units, the City was able to purchase with Redevelopment Agency (RDA) Low
and Moderate Income Funds four single-family dwelling units in the Stranahan subdivision and
sell them at subsidized rates to moderate income households. Moreover, these units have
recorded deed restrictions that assure that they will continue to be affordable to moderate income
households over a 45-year period.
