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funds, including meeting various deadlines and completing the State local assistance process. In addition,
project sponsors must agree to provide a local match for the CMAQ funds.

Both the Concord Boulevard and Richmond Greenway are on schedule to meet their obligation deadlines
and complete the State process. And both have set aside their required local match. In the case of the Mo-
kelumne Trail Overcrossing, however, the State Route 4 Bypass Authority has not been able to set aside
the agreed upon $2.5 million in local match and has not even begun the local assistance process.

Dale Dennis, Program Manager for the Bypass Authority, in a letter dated September 18, 2008 (attached),
noted that the Bypass Authority has not been able to secure the required match and formally requested
that the Transportation Authority reallocate the $1.52 million programmed for the Mokelumne Trail
Overcrossing.

Staff is proposing that the Authority reallocate these funds to the Iron Horse Trail Overcrossing at Treat
Boulevard. There are several reasons for this recommendation. First, since there is limited flexibility in
reallocating CMAQ funds, the funds need to be allocated to a project that already is in the Transportation
Improvement Program and the Iron Horse Trail Overcrossing is. Second, whichever project gets the
CMAQ funds must be able to meet the obligation deadlines which the Iron Horse project can. Finally,
rising construction costs have required additional local funds for both the bridge and the associated tran-
sit-oriented development at the Pleasant Hill BART station.

This letter is being sent in response to your letter dated September 9, 2008, whereby you
requested the SR4 Bypass Authority (Bypass Authority) make a final determination as to whether
the Bypass Authority would be able to commit sufficient funds to complete the Mokelumne Trail
Qvercrossing project. The commitment of at least $2.5 million in funding would have been
required to match the $1.5 million in federal funding in order to fully fund the project.

The Bypass Authority has not been able to secure the necessary matching funds. and as such, is
formally requesting CCTA remove the Mokelumne Trail Bicycle/Pedestrian Overcrossing Project
in Segment 2 from consideration to receive $1.5 million of funding from the County portion of the

RBPP.
