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Commissioner Hudson commented that TVTC is raising the fee structure; Ms. Bobadilla confirmed that
the fee would go up when approved by all seven jurisdictions.

Commissioner Hudson inquired on what is being done with affordable housing. Ms. Bobadilla stated that
the TVTC recommended that all affordable housing units would be exempt from the TVTC fee.

Steve Goetz from Contra Costa County stated that the County participates in all the regional fee programs
just described in addition to other fees indicated in the Measure C Transportation Mitigation Summary
report which includes 3 pages of fees that are assessed for the development of the unincorporated areas.

Chair Nix directed staff to provide more information on anticipated growth to 2035 and potential
revenues. Commissioner Hudson also requested to staff to provide information on Job -housing balance.

Martin Engelmann confirmed that staff would gather forecasts for households and forecast for jobs that
can translate into square footage of commercial retail office, from that staff could determine how many
square feet are expected to be built by subarea by 2035.

Chair Nix requested that staff begin by presenting the projections and describe the assumptions
underlying those numbers.

6.  Proposal for an Authority Workshop to Discuss Corridor Management and related Growth
Management Program (GMP) Issues

ACTION: Commissioner Bonilla motioned to approve the Authority to conduct their workshop, seconded
by Commissioner Pierce Approved 5-0

7.  Release “Call for Projects” for the Lifeline Transportation Program (LTP)

ACTION: Motion to approve was made by Commissioner Hudson and seconded by Commissioner
Bonilla. Approved 5-0

DISCUSSION:

Peter Engel stated that staff was secking authorization to release “Call for Projects for the second cycle
Lifeline Transportation Program (LTP). He stated that the purpose of this program is to fund projects that
result in improved mobility for low-income residents of Contra Costa County and it would be for the
three year period of FY 2009-2011. He further stated that in late July MTC released its call for Programs
and program guidelines for the new cycle with a deadline for the end of November to approve JARC
projects. Mr. Engel confirmed that this program was similar to the first cycle program released a few
years ago, with some minor changes. He stated that the changes reflected a request from MTC to add
ranking criterion for community based transportation plans (CBTP).

Peter Engel stated that staff request that the Planning Committee review the criterion and approve the
release for the call for projects.
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8.  ULL Compliance Issues Relating to the Tentative Incorportation of Alamo

ACTION: Motion to approve was made by Commissioner Pierce and seconded by Commissioner
Bonilla. Approved 5-0

DISCUSSION

Martin Engelmann stated that CCTA received a letter from the town of Alamo Incorporation Committee
that discussed the issue of compliance with the Measure J compliance of ULL program. He stated that
staff reviewed the letter which requests verification that the County’s ULL be an eligible vehicle for
Alamo to take should they incorporate. He further stated that if Alamo would take the County’s ULL, the
ULL lies within the boundary of the proposed town of Alamo. He stated that the town would not have to
annex to change the land use outside of the ULL, they would just have to rezone in their existing town
boundaries and they would be working outside of the ULL. He stated that staff prepared a draft letter
(distributed as a handout during the meeting) to address this situation which outlines how Alamo could
develop the County ULL. He further stated that the letter included information confirming that the three
precincts in the town of Alamo had passed Measure L by 62.9%. He confirmed that following
incorporation the future town council would have to adopt or endorse the County of Measure L. He
further stated that staff suggested any rezoning outside of the County ULL would be treated as an
annexation and a potential issue with Growth Management Compliance. Mr. Engelmann stated that the
town of Alamo, in a letter assured CCTA they do not plan on any rezoning of any kind for those areas
outside the ULL.

9. Other Business.

Commissioner Abelson announced WCCTAC s new Executive Director, Christina Atienza who comes
from MTC.
