e Specifications: ensure access to Caltran’s maintenance yard is addressed in the specifications.

Cindy Dahlgren’s Design Review Comments:

Title Sheet: investigate adding Caltran’s logo to the Title Sheet.

Sheet C-1: ensure overhead power line clearance is at least 11°5” for buses.

Sheet L-2: ensure large bus shelters are included in the plans.

Sheet L-4: ensure solar and halogen light use is maximized.

Sheet L-5: use standard CCCTA bus sign for flagsign.

Sheet L-5: use a bus shelter design with 3 sides and good visibility.

Sheet I-1: investigate working with tenant for water connection.

Specifications: add Caltrans representative’s contact information for person responsible for
the nearby maintenance yard.

Hisham Noeimi’s Desien Review Comments:

Title Sheet: correct name is Central Contra Costa Transit Authority

Sheet C-1: ensure coordination for relocating P.G.& E. vaults is being managed.

Sheet C-5: check handicap ramp on inner bus turnaround, not being used.

Sheet C-5: consider removing existing Park & Ride driveway on Blum Road.

Sheet L-1: ensure Measure C landscaping costs do not exceed 10% of the construction costs.
Sheet L-2: remove walkway across bus circle.

Sheet L-5: investigate advertisement for bus shelters.

Specifications: describe expected Park & Ride operations in specifications.

Specifications: ensure coordination with Caltrans is clear in the specifications.
Specifications: ensure Measure C construction signs are posted during construction.

Moises Gutierrez, Nolte Design Consultant, was given a redline markup of the plans for his use.

The Peer Review committee recommended reconvening in approximately 6 weeks for a Final
Review of the design plans in accordance with the Measure C peer review checklist.

DESCRIPTION:

Construct a transit hub at Pacheco Boulevard and
Blum Road. The project will expand the existing
park & ride lot to provide 110 parking spaces and six
bus bays. The transit hub will be served by County
Connection, WestCAT and Trid-Delta buses. The
bus operators are financial partners in the project.
The project will double the number of parking spaces
available for bus patrons and carpoolers at the
current park & ride lot. Project is consistent with the
Contra Costa Express Bus Study that was completed
in December 2001.
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STATUS:

Environmental clearance and preliminary design
started in May 2006. Construction is expected to start
in2009.
